16) We request that you x-ray your dog's hips at the time of neutering or at 1-2 years of age for intact animals and that you obtain at least two CERF eye exams so that we can track any problems.  Are you willing to do this?

17) What questions/concerns do you have?  Please feel free to ask any questions about our dogs.
